ECU Student Guild: Second hand Textbooks Buy Back Service

Conditions for Buying Back student textbooks:
The ECU Student Guild provides a textbook buy back service for all ECU Guild Members in
accordance with the conditions defined below:

1. This service shall only be available to currently registered and studying ECU students,
as well as, graduated students for the 12-month period following their graduation
date, and is available through the Guild’s offices at the ECU Joondalup, Mt Lawley
and Bunbury campuses.

2. Students are required to provide their Student ID card before a buy back can
proceed.

3. Only the CURRENT edition of a textbook listed in either of the Textbook List registers
are eligible for buy-back; these are available on the Guild’s Bookshop webpage.

4. Current international editions of textbooks are not eligible for buy back unless
specifically listed on the Textbook Lists and their ISBN codes match.

5. For textbooks appearing on the Textbook Lists, the Guild will pay 40% of its listed full
RRP value pending physical its condition.

6. The physical condition of eligible textbooks shall be determined at the sole discretion
of the responsible Guild officer and, if necessary, a lower buy back price offered or
rejected.

7. The Guild shall only buy back a maximum of three copies of the same textbook.

8. The Buy Back value shall be paid in cash to the selling student.

If you wish to purchase second hand textbooks, this can be done via our online Shopify store
using PayPal or ‘Cash on Delivery’. Purchased books can be collected at either our Joondalup
or Mt Lawley campus. Please see ‘Conditions of Sale and Collection’ for corresponding terms
and conditions.
